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ABSTRACT
The standard of Nigerian secondary education is in a state of incredibility and this has led to the non-authenticity of certificates issued to the school leavers at the secondary level over decades. This study examines the examination malpractices with focus on secondary education in line with Nigeria current situation. The theoretical research methodology was adopted through the uses of secondary data. Also, primary data was collected though interview methods. A total of 500 respondents were selected through simple random sampling techniques and interviewed within Ibadan Metropolis for this study. The findings of the study established that the stakeholders of education are the main sources behind this problem. It was discovered that there is poor orientation in our secondary schools and that the mass media are doing little to orientate the public and the effects of examination malpractices. It was recommended that government should provide adequate educational facilities especially well furnished spacious classrooms and examination halls) to our public secondary schools and proper orientation through the school’s counselling units and public mass media. Also, good foundation of self discipline should be provided at home by the parents. With all these, the target national educational objectives would be achieved in our secondary schools in Nigeria.

Introduction 

Secondary education is a vital part of the education sector and has important implications for a country’s efforts to elevate the quality of life of its inhabitants. (IIEP/UNESCO, 2001).


The position of secondary education in Nigerian educational system cannot be overlooked because it determines the academic and professional career of students in Nigeria. However, one of the challenges of education development in Nigerian examination malpractices is examination racketeering which is now a booming ‘bussiness’ that poses a major threat to the nation’s education system. (The Punch, April 5, 2009).


The problems of examinations in Nigeria seem to be as old as the introduction of formal system of education (Afigbo, 1993). Until early 1980’s examination malpractices and mass failure were strange in the country. There is an urgent need to tackle the monster. This is even more so now that examination fraud has tarred the nation’s image the nations involved in WASSCE (“The Punch” 5th April 2009).


There is no doubt that the educational standard in Nigeria has been bastardized due to the effects of examination malpractices. This is in line with the comment of the National Examination Council (NECO) Chairman on educational system that Nigerian education is in shamble (Nigeria Tribune, 5th August 2008). Education malpractice tends to battle the certificate issued at secondary schools. This is a concern because it has a lot of effects on the tertiary education.


Indeed, educational system has witnessed rapid leakages over the decades in major subjects, mostly in English Language and Mathematics. In his view, Dr. Sam Egwu (The Federal Minister Education) laments that SSCE result are no longer credible, alleged that “some private school collude with invigilators and WAEC officials to steal question papers so that students could make good grades”. Most of the candidates abandoned adequate preparation as the only way to success. They now prefer to wait the last minute to buy leaked question papers (“The punch”, April 5th, 2009).

Concept of Examination Malpractice

Examination malpractice is any wrong doing before, during or after any examination. Although one may not be able to rule out examination malpractice in the past, the current trend is alarming and calls for proper management in order to rid the school system of its consequences Oredein, 2009). She further explains that examination could be internal or external. it could be oral, written or both.


Internal examinations are continuous assessment tests, terminal, semester or annual (promotion) examinations that are organized within a school system. External examination include Common Entrance Examination (Post-Primary Promotion Examination), West African Examination Council (WAEC) and National Examination Council (NECO), Polytechnics/Colleges Examination (PCE), National Teachers’ Institute (NTI) and National Business and Technical Examination Board (NABTEB). etc.


Ruwa (1997) reported that University lecturers are of the opinion that inadequate teaching and learning facilities, poor conditions of services of teacher, fear of failure by students and admission of unqualified candidates into universities are responsible for examination malpractices.


Fayombo (2004) categorized “the reasons for examination malpractice into psychological and sociological causes. This issue occurs in both internal and external examinations. It has become an epidemic in the nation’s educational system.”

From above table, we can easily conclude that the threat of examination malpractices is very havoc. Hence, there is need for all the stakeholders of education to put their hands on deck to work out the better solutions in curbing examination malpractices in Nigeria.


The high failure and results seizure rates in the 2008 West Africa Senior School Certificate Examination (WAEC) and Senior Secondary School Certificate Examination call for concern. This problem stems from a potpourri of factors include: dearth of teaching aids, lack of infrastructure, inadequate preparation, poor remuneration of teachers, lack of commitment by teachers, teacher’s heavy workload. poor teacher/student ratio, shortage of books, and students poor attitude to study (“The Punch” April 5, 2009).


“The Guardian, The Punch and The Tribune” of 14 April 2009 reported that 1,182,381 candidates applied for JAMB 2009 but only 1,145,961 (96.92%) sat for the exam. Out of this, 23,819 (2.078%) candidates were identified in various forms f examination practices compared to 2008 where there was 2.24% failure.

Research Design

Descriptive survey method was adopted for this study.

Study Area

The study was carried out in Ibadan Metropolis. About ten (10) local governments were sampled out of all the local governments within Ibadan metropolis.

Sample and Sampling Technique

Twenty secondary schools were sampled through the sample sampling method from Ibadan metropolis. in each school, 20 respondents (10 teachers and 10 students) and 5 respondents outside the school system were selected making 25 respondents from each school. A total of 500 respondents were generally used for this study.

Research Questions

· What are the sources, causes and effects of examination malpractices in secondary schools in Nigeria?  

· Are there any remedies to this vice as it affects Nigeria Educational System?

As shown in table above, the findings through interviews that candidates showed from rich homes are well known for examination malpractices with 450 respondents (90%) while only 50 (10%) respondents rejected the motion.


All the 500 (100%) respondents agreed that some parents see examination malpractices as “do or die affairs” and that inadequate educational facilities are a major factor of examination malpractices. Also, the findings revealed that most of the schools principals, proprietors and proprietress are well known for examination malpractices.


All the respondents, i.e 500 (100%), supported the facts that our culture is forcing some candidate to involve in examination malpractices. Also, 470 (74%) respondents agreed that some teachers are fond of involving in examination malpractice while 30 (6%) interviewed respondents disagreed.


However, all the respondents, 500 (100%) believed that standard of education has been bastardized by examination malpractices and that is affecting the attainment of educational objectives at secondary schools.

The table above highlights the solutions to the problem of examination malpractices. All the respondents, 500 (100%), agreed that parents should train-up their children, and that teachers should be well-trained trough seminars and conferences.


Only 480 (96%) supported that students need to be more determined, the society should be properly orientated about the negative effects of examination malpractices. Also, 490 (98%) of the respondents agreed that the schools system should be reformed and transformed, only 10 (20%) respondents did not buy the idea.


Lastly, 240 (4%) respondents disagreed that government alone should adopt a life jail measure in curbing examination malpractice, they advised that all the stakeholders should work together to formulate policies which would assist to achieve the National educational objectives.

Examination Malpractice Laws in Nigeria 

Ruwa (1997) traced back examination malpractice in Nigeria to the Colonial Era of 1914. It was not taken serious until early 1980.  When the problem was so embarrassing even to the nation, the then Military Government under the regime of Major General Buhari (Rtd) in 1984, promulgated Decree 20 in order to solve the national educational challenges.


The problems of examination malpractices in Nigeria seem to be as old as introduction of formal system of education. Afigbo (2003) as cited in Olajuwon (2009). The first incident of examination malpractice was in 1914 when the senior Cambridge local examination leaked. This scenario took an unprecedented surged in 1963 when two public examinations of 1967, 1977, 1981 and 1987 leaked. These leakages attracted the attention of the Federal Government, which led to the promugation of Decree 27 of 1973, and Miscellaneous Decree 20 of 1984 to curb examination malpractices, and later decree that prescribed 21 years jail term for offenders.


However, examination malpractices Act 33 of 1999 revised the above decree but now stipulated punishment ranging from fine of N50,000 to N100,000 and imprisonment of a term of 3-4 year with or without option of fine. This new development came due to inability of the appropriate authorities to enforce the  Old Decree 20 of 1984. Despite all this, the vices were still on the increase. It was later that decree was changed to 21 years jail term for offender (Oredein, 2009).


The military degree 20, of 1984 was promulgated to curb the social vices.

The Decree read thus:


Any person who fraudulently or with intent to cheat or secure any unfair advantages to himself or any other person or in abuse of his office, produces, sells or buys or otherwise deals with any question paper intended for the examination of persons at any examination or commits any of the offences specified in section 3 (27) C of this Decree, shall be guilty of an offence and on conviction be sentenced to 21 years imprisonment… (Fagbemi, 1998, p.17) as cited in Olajuwon (2009).

The forms of Examinations Malpractice in Nigeria


According to Oredein (2009), she highlighted the following:

· Sequencing Question Paper: This involves the securing of questions papers illegally before examination period. There are questions sellers (mainly examination bodies workers) and the buyers (mainly examination candidates, proprietors, operators and tutorial centres, principals of schools, teachers of major subject and parents of examination candidates. In addition, we have the invigilators and supervisors of examination who involves in fraud after they might have been paid (“settled”) by their clients. 

· Advancements of Technology: Nowadays, pieces of information that involve more sophisticated forms of cheating at various examinations are invented. Candidates cheat by uses of electronic equipment like organizers, complex calculator and mobile phones. These instruments are used to store “ready made” answers to already known questions in order to be used during the examination.

· Results Manipulation by the Agencies of education:- It has been discovered that most of the rich parents are found involving in buying results from agencies of education such as WAEC, JAMB, NECO, PCE etc. There are many students that have been “fished out” of higher institutions after they gained admission with top (high) marks at JAMB, WAEC even PCE examination

· Writing on Part of Body or Objects: This involves writing on part of the body. The answer is usually written on conspicuous area of their bodies like laps and thighs, purses, table, wall in the exam hall, ruler, dresses, e.t.c. In addition, some of the candidates do use coded gesture to communicate. All these which constitute to examination malpractice. This is also known as inscription.

· Impersonation: This occurs when candidates decide to sit for examination for another candidate, thereby pretending to be real or original candidate. It is highly predominating among the candidates of higher scholar, i.e. undergraduate or graduates helping secondary school students to write WAEC or JAMB.

· Collusion: This is a situation whereby two or more candidates enter into contract of assisting one another in the examination by causing crisis or delay to the commencement of the examination. Afolabi (1998) said “collusion involves exchanging of scripts, passing note for help from outside and inside the hall; delaying commencement of examination in one centre in order to obtain questions from nearby centres which has started, collusion arising from bribes or threat to the lives and/ or property of supervisors…”

· Personality connection: These are cases where some influential students make use of godfathers in politics, economic high towers, parents and cult members to influence the outcome of examinations.

Progression of Examination Malpractices in Nigeria

It highlights the sequence or series of examination malpractices in Nigeria.

This can be explained as thus:

· Sources

· Facilitators

· Implementators.

Sources: This is the main origin or base from which examination malpractices originate. The agents here are the originators (source) of the act of examination malpractices. Mostly, some are very close to the candidates(s) involved in the examination malpractices. These includes: 

· Parents or guardians of the candidate;

· Subject teachers (teachers failure to cover the syllabus before the examination);

· Examination candidates;

· School administrators who allow the irregularities because he/she wants the best success reports for his/her school;

· The society (This is the societal belief that “failure is a negative factor” hence candidates are desperate to pass at all cost);

· Unrealistic government educational policies.

Facilitators: These are the link between the source and the stage of implementation. They are being engaged (employed) by the source agents especially parents and at times candidates to carry out the act of examination malpractices. Facilitators include:

· Examination machineries

· Law enforcement agents

· Invigilators.

Implementators:  These are those that implement the act of examination malpractices. They involve in the final stage of examination practices by putting final touch to the work of the facilitators. They include:

· Officials of examination agencies

· Supervisors.

Sequence of Examination Malpractices

The table above shows three major elements that involve in examination malpractices in Nigeria. 

of Examination Malpractices 

There are various causes of examination malpractices in Nigeria, among which are the following:

· Inadequate preparation of the candidates for examination: The students, indolence, lukewarm character, laziness and unchallant attitude – most of the students rely much on short cut way of passing their examination. “There are problem of over population, shortage of qualified teachers and students’ apathy toward mathematics” Saddiq, (2002).

· Parental unscrupulous support: Some parents are desperate to help their children. Barr (1959) stated that type of parents’ education, the home set, parent encouragement and the reading facilities provided at home and at school are stronger determinants of academic performance of students.

· Corrupt staff of examination agencies: This is the point where leakages of question papers are at mass. Manipulation of results at the compiling centres is the fastest way and most used means in Nigeria today. Officials of public examination bodies have been found guilty over the years. The former Minister of Education, Dr. Sam Egwu, while lamenting that SSCE results are no longer credible, alleged that some private schools collide with the invigilators and WAEC officials to steal question papers so that students could make good grades (The Punch, 5th April 2009).

· Desperation of school proprietors/proprietress to have excellent results to attract more students: Most of the private proprietors/ proprietress desire good results for their schools hence they involved in “do or die practice” to make their students to pass. They would bribe the examination officers to give them “opportunity of cheating.” This is very common among the secondary schools in the rural areas.

· Conspiracy and collaboration of the security agents: The law enforcement agents i.e. policemen have been accused of collaboration with some candidates who have (highly placed parents) in the society. They use their power to force invigilators to act contrary to the law in order to help their clients.

· Poor educational planning system: The poor implementation of educational system policies can affect the reality of such policies. Hence, there is failure in the achievement of educational goals. Education sector has been recognized and accepted by every nation as the most essential industry for any positive changes, hence, there is need for better understanding of curriculum by the policy makers. 

· Reliable on paper qualification rather than personality development:- The students are not interested in their personality development instead they do all they can to get a certificate they cannot defend. They neglect self development for certificate they do not qualify for.

· Permission/uses of electronic devices in the examination: Uses of calculators, compact disc, organizers and mobile phones can lead to examination malpractice if they are not well handled by the examiners.

· Poor logistics by the examination agencies: At time inadequate questions in the examination hall can lead to  joining two/three candidates to a particular question paper, hence this lead to examination malpractice in our secondary schools.

· The society norms: It is the norms of the society that failure is attached to devil. People don’t want failure, hence they put all efforts into action to pass at all cost. Obilade (1986) asserted that the changing societal value for education has contributed negatively to educational development.

· State of the economy: Some jobless graduates are desperate in getting means to survive. They see the opportunity to write for others as means of getting money. Hence, they engage in doing mercenaries for examination candidates. This is common among undergraduates serving corpers and post graduates.

· Inadequate educational facilities: Unspacious venue of examination can lead to overcrowded centres. Chairs and tables should be enough for better sitting arrangement. Fagbemi (1987) and Ogunseye (1986) in their various reports showed that poor educational facilities account for increase in the failure rate of secondary school students.

· Teachers strikes: The problem of strikes can affect the students readiness for the examination. The syllabus are not well completed, the students are not well taught. Hence, there is wide temptation to such students to cheat in the public examination.

Factors Responsible for Low Standard of Secondary Schools Education in Nigeria 

The purpose of education is to build the people towards posterity emancipation from one generation to another. However, in advance countries, education is all encompassing and very much dynamic as opposed to the static nature of education in Nigeria.

Joint Admission Matriculation Board (JAMB) in April 4, 2009 recorded that about 1,187,000 candidates sat for UME in 2,338 centres in Nigeria and five foreign countries. The statement reads that “cases of examination malpractices have been identified and that their results would be delayed till they were cleared by the JAMB Committee/Governing Council.


The problem of the falling standard of education in Nigeria is attributed to all the stakeholders in educational sector. These include the following:

· Government: Under-funding and total neglect of the educational sector by the government is one of the main causes of falling standard of education, coupled with inadequate facilities and structures in our schools that were meant for very few students. Due to high student class ratio, the students cannot acquire the knowledge expected of them. Up till date, Nigerian government has not met up with UNESCO standard of 26% of national budget in her allocation of educational funding (UNESCO 2002).

· Students: The students unreadiness to learn can bring about poor performance. They prefer to take a short cut to success and this bring about failure which is not helpful. Mullen Hellen (1990) defined staff development as “a planned process of individual professional improvement which enhances the quality of student learning and identifying, clarifying and meeting the individual needs of teaching staff within the context of the school.”

· Society: The funding of education should not be solely spear headed by the government. There is need for the private individuals to co-funding educational programmers. In Nigeria, the private individuals, corporate bodies and community are not in full support toward the education sector.

Hence, there would always be inadequate funding (under-funding) in education sector. This is impediment to proper implementation of educational plans.

· Teachers: School system, like human organization, requires leadership and effective supervision. Over the years, series of strike arise from the demand pay. Increment has truncated the school academic calendar many a time. The roles of teachers are very crucial and tedious, hence their performance would determine the future of the students. To promote discipline or wage war against indiscipline in school is the business of everyone particularly the teacher. If the premise is accepted, the class teacher owes the maintenance of discipline as a responsibility to the nation Akubue (1991).

The interview conducted revealed how teachers help students to engage in examination malpractice by coaching them examination malpractices methodology before the examination.

· Parents: Some parents are too over ambitious to get anything for their children. They are ready to pay any amount for question papers, even results. They are too inquisitive for their children future (success) hence they go against the rule of examination. Examination papers are sold to the highest bidders while mercenaries are hired by the dishonest parents to lend hands during examinations (The Punch, 2nd April, 2009).

Effects of Examination Malpractices
In her contributions, Oredein (2009) highlighted some of the consequence of examination malpractices as follows:

· Not being able to defend the certificate (failure in job performance). As a result of perpetual condemnation of the conscience, the candidates involved in examination malpractices may not perform in the labour market as expected.

· Possibility of unfulfilled dreams and vision, if the student is rusticated from school or terminated at the working place.

· Spill over effect borne by parents and other relatives of culprits. It brings discredit, shame and embarrassment to the parents personality.

· The culprit may be initiated into a system of dishonesty and corrupt practices.

· It discredits the educational system. For instance, it militates against the country’s goal of technological advancement and national education education objectives

· It belittles certificates issued by national examination bodies, such as WAEC, NECO, JAMB, PCE, e.t.c.
· It makes students to lose the ability to study or work hard in their studies
· When a candidate is caught and expelled, there will be no certificate to show for whatever year(s) he/she might have put into his/her educational career.
· Examination malpractices marred the nation’s image among the nations involved in WASSCE (The Punch 5th April 2009).
Ways to Eradicate Examination Malpractice

· Provision of sufficient facilities by the government:  The government should be ready to provide adequate facilities to the schools. For instance, chairs and tables should be able to go round the students, even before the examination period. Also, more classrooms and examination halls should be built by the government in each school, this would allow a better teaching-learning process in our school.

· Establishing counselling department in every secondary school: This unit is to run proper counseling programme for all students, which is a way of guiding the students right from the beginning of their studies. This would assist them to be more focused and be self-reliant.

· Regular publicity against examination malpractices: The agencies of education should make known the rules that guide the conduct of the examination. It should be announced by the media agencies. The would educate the people about the danger of examination malpractice and the punishments that are attached to it. The Federal Ministry of Education should partner with National Orientation Agency and other stakeholders to engage in massive enlightenment campaign on the evil events of examination malpractices in our schools.

· School administrators/proprietors Honesty: The school administrator should encourage their teachers to be hard working in order to set a good example to their students. Also, they should resist all forms of fraudulent activities concerning the examination in their schools. Subject teachers should be encouraged to be honest in their duties, that they should make sure they cover the syllabus on time. This would help the candidates to be adequately prepared for examination before them without depending on anybody for assistance.

· Parents should train their children on the right thing: They should give moral and proper training to their children. By this, the children should be able to emulate the good behaviour of their parents. Handwork, honesty, diligence are virtuous that should be inculcated in children early in life. (The Punch, April 5, 2009).

· Self determination: Most of students are not serious with their studies. They depend on the help of their parents and personal help. Our observation showed that school factors and personal characteristics are more potent predictors of academic success when combined. Within the school system.

· Improved payment to examination agents: All staff of examination bodies should be well paid so that they will not be enticed with money by the selfish parents.

· Adequate supervisors for examination supervision: Posting of Supervisors should be changed on daily or weekly basis. Invigilators to conduct examinations should be in a ratio of about one to twenty students.

· Good government education policies: Government should provide conducive-learning environment in schools by providing learning facilities and enhanced remuneration for teacher. Also, the Government should be serious with good education policies and enforce them. (Fagbemi, 1998).

· Regular orientation by mass media: Proper orientation through media means (Television and Radio) on examination malpractices and its consequences of especially for the new students in all institutions at their resumption.

· School and examination halls must be in order, well equipped and arranged before the commencement of the examination. There must be enough personnel for invigilation.

· Enforcing examination malpractice penalty: Candidates caught cheating should have their results cancelled or barred from future examinations (for external examinations). For internal examinations, students caught cheating should be rusticated or expelled, their names should be published in newspapers and the school authority should inform their parents.

Conclusion

The study revealed that the standard of education in Nigeria is falling due to the various challenges in the educational system which need an urgent attention.

The vice of examination malpractices persisted in Nigerian Education system because of the bad leadership that encourages it and corrupt society that support it. A nation that exposes its young ones to fraud at the secondary school level has no future. (The Punch, April 5, 2008). 

Therefore, there is need for all levels of governments to put more efforts into their responsibilities toward the implementation of national educational objectives.
